For the Fall 2010 Edition, papers must be submitted according to the format detailed 

in the submission guidelines.  The submission window for the Fall edition will open 

on 25 June 2010 and end once 75 papers have been accepted for review.  We ask 

that only one paper per author/research group be submitted for each issue. No 

papers will be held over for the Spring 2011 edition.  Manuscripts submitted after the 

closing of the Fall submission window must be re-submitted to be considered for 

publication in the Spring 2011 edition.
